e All accents are typed after the base character: d is typed a then Slash /.

e To type the nasal accent _ use the Left-bracket key [. e is typed e then Left-bracket [.

e To type the high-tone accent * use the Slash key /. é is typed e then Slash /.

e To type the high-tone nasal accent | use the Shift+Slash key. ¢ is typed e then Shift+Slash.

e To type the long accent ~ use the Hyphen key -. € is typed e then Hyphen -.

» To type the long nasal accent | use the Shift+Hyphen key. ¢ is typed e then Shift+Hyphen.

+ To type the high-tone long accent “ use the Equals key =. & is typed e then Equals =.

« To type the high-tone long nasal accent . use the Shift+Equals key. ¢ is typed e then Shift+Equals.
e To type the falling-tone accent * use the Right-bracket key ]. € is typed e then Right-bracket ].
